-We are still looking forward to the arrival of our
Christian Syrian family. Paperwork issues were
finally sorted early this year. We hope they will
arrive within the year.
-The Al Mutaleb family is doing very well. The
children are enjoying school and the parents
have reached level 5 English in their ESL
classes. They have integrated well into the
community and are fully independent.

Offering is
withdrawn directly from your bank account
monthly.
