People of colour lived and stayed in their
own area, and white folks did not travel in
those areas. Pete was a young boy
whose grandfather was wealthy and
owned a lot of land. Cotton was the crop
that was grown on this land and Isaac'’s
family were the folks who cultivated and
picked this cotfton. There is an accident
and Pete’s father is killed, but Isaac is the
one who tries to save him. There is a very
special relationship between Pete and
Isaac  and both families love the
relationship between these two. Isaac
disappears and no-one seems to know
anything about where he is, what
happened to him or even if he is alive or
dead.

The relationships in this story are heart-
warming (in the most part) and heart-
wrenching at times.
