Thanks to a clinic set up
by the International Nepal Fellowship (a PWS&D
partner), Nirba was able to meet with a
dermatologist, receive a diagnosis of leprosy and
begin treatment. The clinic’s support also provided
financial aid for Nirba’s child’s education. Nirba
expressed profound gratitude for this assistance
as it not only helped her son but her own health
situation as well.

We pray that those who are receiving treatment for
leprosy at the Shining Hospital in Nepal know
God’s healing love.
