Gauri 

was selected for a Presbyterian World 

Service & Development project that 

provides emergency food assistance to 

families in need, as well as longer-term 

support through small business training 

and development. The food aid the 

family received made it possible for 

Gauri to save a portion of her monthly 

income that would have otherwise 

been spent on food. With the money 
she saved, Gauri was able to further her 

child’s education and stock her tailoring 

shop with more materials.
